Regarding: Official written communication regarding public corruption

Dear Spokane City Council President Joe Shogan, and members Nancy McLaughlin, Al French, Steve Corker, Bob Apple, Richard Rush and Michael Allen:

I am enclosing copies of letters I wrote to Spokane City Mayor Verner and Spokane County Sheriff Ozzie Knezovich on January 13, 2009, which are self-explanatory. I request that each of you carefully study these letters and answer the following questions:

1) Since 2007, has Mayor Verner provided any of you with correspondence I have written to her regarding the 2006 RPS public parking garage death of Jo Savage and subsequent information surrounding my criminal complaint? If so, have you, as a board of city council members, discussed the information I have provided?

2) As part of your duties as elected city council members, do you have oversight and obligation to take action when you see crimes committed, city code violations, or public hazards being allowed to exist or covered-up by your fellow elected officials?

3) Do you, as a board of city council members, have an obligation to protect the public from known public dangers and to respond to members of the public when they have legitimate concerns which they bring to your attention?

4) Why did city officials waive the inspection of the Cowles RPS public parking garage? In a June 5, 2008 e-mail I received from Stacey Cowles regarding that question, his response was, "I don't know why Bill Pupo or Nick Dragisich would recommend against the City inspection of the garage, except that they may have felt it wasn't worth the time or expense. You should ask them."

5) Why to this date, considering the death of Jo Savage and the negative engineering reports concerning the safety issues involved, have our city officials still failed to the inspect this public garage?

Are each of you aware of the circumstances and evidence I presented Chief Kirkpatrick in my first degree manslaughter complaint to her on August 18, 2007? Regarding that Class A felony complaint, the chief improperly turned it over to the FBI – stating the FBI had primary jurisdiction and advising me she was not going to respond to any more of my inquiries. In writing, I informed her it was not the FBI's jurisdiction and they didn't have the expertise to investigate state statutes. Over a year later, after running the statute of limitations clock and without conducting an investigation, a representative from the U.S. Attorney's Office gave it to the prosecutor, publicly stating it wasn't the FBI's jurisdiction and the FBI didn't have the expertise to investigate it. Why did the FBI take my complaint from the chief of police, hold it for a year, and then return it saying they didn't have the jurisdiction or authority to investigate it? Why did it take over a year for the FBI to figure that out? It appears specific FBI agents have now become involved in this public corruption.

I am enclosing a copy of an April 25, 2008, letter I wrote to FBI agents Frank Harrill and Egon Dezihan. I ask that you carefully study this document as it outlines the evidence and witnesses of my criminal complaint, which provides abundant and clear probable cause for my complaint. I am also enclosing a November 5, 2008, very incriminating statement by Dennis Beringer, former city of Spokane real estate manager.

At this time, I formally request that each of you study and become familiar with Section 34, Oath of Office, under Article IV – Administration of City Affairs. This would be the part that says, ". . . and to perform faithfully, honestly and impartially the duties of office."

I further suggest that each of you contact your personal attorneys and advise them of my allegations concerning public corruption and your possible involvement and personal liability. The reason for this is because it appears your city attorney and some members of the city council may have been or became part of this public corruption as it has originated and escalated.

This matter has reached a point of seriousness and level of corruption that needs to be immediately confronted and with the highest of integrity. It is, most definitely to a point that easily falls under Chapter 10.27 – Grand Juries – Criminal investigations, which you as a board, along with the mayor are mandated to immediately address.

Also, as I informed Sheriff Knezovich and Mayor Verner, if you can explain and prove that the evidence I have made available to you, the Spokane police chief and mayor is false or inaccurate, I will withdraw my original complaint and publicly apologize to you and all the suspects I have named in my complaint.

If I do not receive a response to this letter by January 25, 2009, I will assume there will be no response forthcoming from any member of your board.
